Assignment 2A: Recording Audio
(30 points)
 

1. Pick an analog recording device to learn more about. Use the Internet to learn more about it. (www.wikipedia.org may be a useful source of information.) Write 4-5 sentences about what you've learned, and say where you found the information. (5.0 points)

 The Magnetophon was developed by engineers of a German electronics company in the 1930s. It was the world’s first practical tape recorder, first demonstrated in 1935 at the berlin Radio Show. It was one of the first recording machines to use magnetic tape in preserving voice and music. One of the first concerts to be recorded on it was Mozart’s 39th Symphony. I found this information on Wikipedia.
2. Describe at least two disadvantages of analog audio recording. (4.0 points)

 With enough copies, and enough errors, the analog recording will become unlistenable and Analog recordings are rooted in physical objects. This means that if you want to send a recording to someone, you have to physically transport it to them.
3. Pick a digital recording device to learn more about. Use the Internet to learn more about it. (www.wikipedia.org may be a useful source of information.) Write 4-5 sentences about what you've learned, and say where you found the information. (5.0 points)

 The MiniDisc is a magneto-optical disc-based data storage format offering a capacity of 74 minutes and later 80 minutes, of digitized audio or 1 gigabyte of Hi-MD data. Was announced in September 1992 and released in November of that same year for sale in Japan and in December in Europe, Canada, the USA and other countries. The music format was originally based on ATRAC audio data compression, but the option of linear PCM digital recording was later introduced to meet audio quality comparable to that of a compact disc. They were very popular in Japan and found moderate success in Europe. I found this information on Wikipedia.
4. Describe at least two advantages of digital audio recording. (4.0 points)

 You can edit audio without changing the originally recorded audio file and you can make as many copies as you want, and the quality will never get worse because you're just copying numbers.
5. If you wanted to get the most accurate sound possible in your audio recording, would you use analog or digital recording? Why? Explain in 1-2 sentences. (1.0 points)
